Choose somewhere in
your community to walk
from, for example the
park gates.

Where does your
adventure begin?
Write or draw clearly
where people need to
start. Using START and
FINISH flags will help
people follow your route.

Now, where did you go?
Left, right, over or under
passes? Include arrows

on your map to help your
friends follow your route.

Think how long it took
you to walk or cycle your
route. This will help
someone else prepare!

Now, what did you see?

Think of all the landmarks and things
you passed on your journey. Perhaps
you saw d tree that looked like it had
a face or a really tall skyscraper? Jot
them down or draw pictures to help
people stay on track. Use the key in

the bottom left corner to show what
each drawing means.
